the Munich Conservatory, Germany. He studied composition under

professors De-Yi Liu and W. Killmayer. Currently, he teaches at the
Taipei National University of Arts.

He has a long list of awards: Huang Zi Composition Award by the
Ministry of Education (1976) for his chorus Little Stars; Jhongshan Art
and Literature Prize (1978) for his Five Chinese Songs for Soprano and
Orchestra; Best Composer, the 8th Golden Melody Awards (1997) for
his Beat the Drum; Best Composer, the 9th Golden Melody Awards
(1998) for his The Maiden of Malan; Besr Composer, the 13th Golden
Melody Awards (2002) for his Buddhist Requiem; Best Composer, the
16th Golden Melody Awards (2005) for his Symphony No.1, When
the Bugle Starts; the 9th National Awards for Arts (2005); and Medal of
Honor (Lifelong Achievement Award 2008) from Chinese Writers’ &
Artists” Association in Taipei.

Chien’s writing covers a variety of genres including opera, musical,
symphony, concerto, requiem, chamber music, solo, monody, chorus
and percussion music. He resorts to a rich source of materials which
encompasses The Book of Songs, modern poetry, ballads and folk

stories.

His music can be roughly divided into five categories:

* Folk songs: The Maiden of Malan-A suite of Taiwan’s Aboriginal
Folk Songs, Symphony No.1 (Hebei Province folk song, Chinese
Cabbage), Taipei sketch, for 14 soloists, and Beat the Drum.

* Ancient poetry: The Orphan; The East Door, and Five Chinese Songs
for Soprano and Orchestra (Strong Weed, Katydid, Magpie's Nest,
Lumbering, Morning Star)

* Modern Poetry: Sonnets (Yang Mu), Four Choruses (Chou-Yu Cheng),
Four Monodies (Lo Fu), A Blossoming Tree (Muren Hsi) and I am
Flying (Chia-Ming Chien).

* Drama: A Night of Thunderstorm (Ji-Lin Chu), La Peintre, Yu-Lin
(An-Chi Wang).

* Religion: Buddhist Requiem
(The Buddha Speaks of Amitabha Sutra).

Since he returned to Taiwan in 1978 after having completed his study in
Germany, he started to compose and teach. As a low-profile personality
with yet a striking  musical style, he is a rare kind of composer in

Taiwan’s music circles.
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Li-Pin Cheng, conductor

Li-Pin Cheng is now one of the most outstanding Taiwan
conductors of the younger generation. He has established
himself to the attention of the press with his broad repertoire,
his engaging personality and energy in his rehearsals, where
he won the affection and respect of musicians and audiences

alike.

Born in Kaohsiung, 1972, he began his musical training
at the very young age. Mr. Cheng graduated from Taipei
National University of the Arts where he received his bachelor
degree in violin and master degree in orchestral conducting.
He learned violin with Kek-Tjiang Lim, Cheng-Tu Su and
conducting with Henry Mazer, Sung-Jen Hsu, Felix Chiu-
Sen Chen. 2006, March he was invited to conduct in master
class with the great conductor Lorin Maazel where he won
prestigious respect by the maestro.

From his college time he showed up his talent and skills in
conducting. In 1993 he founded the Kuan-Du Chamber
Orchestra and took the position as Music director. In 2003-
2004 he became the assistant conductor of the Taipei
Symphony Orchestra. Beside numerous performances
he recorded his first published CD production “Festival
Overture” with the Taipei Symphony Orchestra celebrating
the 35th Anniversary. Mr. Cheng now is invited as guest
conductor to work with Taipei Symphony Orchestra,
National Taiwan Symphony Orchestra, Kaohsiung city
Symphony Orchestra, Taipei Chinese Orchestra, Evergreen
Symphony Orchestra.

2006 he start to conduct Chinese Orchestra, and had many
successful concerts with Taipei Chinese Orchestra and
Hwa Kang Chinese Orchestra. It’s very particular to have
both Chinese and western music experience. Besides these
common concerts, Mr. Cheng also promotes the Taiwan
modern composer’s works.

Born in Budapest, Gdbor Hollerung studied choral and orchestral
conducting at the Liszt Academy of Music and attended the master classes
of Eric Ericson and Kurt Masur. From 1979 he was the assistant conductor
of the Miskolc Symphony Orchestra. He taught choral conducting and
music theory at the music faculty of the University of Pécs, where he also
conducted the female choir of the university. Parallel to this he was the
conductor of the semi-professional symphony orchestra of the KPVDSZ.
He has been the principal conductor of the Dohndnyi Orchestra Budafok
since 1989. Thanks to their rapid development under his hands, the
amateur ensemble received a professional status in 1993, becoming the

youngest professional symphony orchestra in Hungary.

He has been the Music Director of the Budapest Academic Choral Society
since 1980. He enjoyed a unique series of successes, winning first prizes at
all recognized European choir competitions including the Grand Prix of
the Béla Barték International Choir Competition in Debrecen (Hungary).
Under his leadership the BACS was awarded the title "Choir of the World'
at the Llangollen International Choir Competition (Wales). He was
awarded the prize for best conductor in Debrecen in 1984. He has toured
all over the world with his ensembles. They gave many concerts in England,
Spain, France, Italy, Germany, Austria, Taiwan and Australia. His choir was
among the 30 best choirs of the world to be invited to the 4th [IFCM World
Symposium on Choral Music in Sydney.

In addition to his European engagements as a guest conductor he is regularly
invited to Israel, to Taiwan and to the United States. He appeared at such
reputed concert halls as the Concertgebouw Amsterdam, the Royal College
of Music London, Frankfurter Alte Oper, Wiener Konzerthaus, the Henry
Crown Symphonic Hall Jerusalem, the Sydney Opera House, the Taipei
National Concert Hall, etc. He is engaged in training young conductors
and he has regularly given master classes on conducting since 1986 both in
Hungary and abroad e.g.: Belgium, Finland, Germany, Taiwan and Israel.

In 1988 he initiated the foundation of a choir competition with a
revolutionary new artistic concept in Budapest, which has grown to be
an internationally renowned event series during the past decade. A whole
family of choral events was born following the example of the Budapest
International Choir Competition under the name "MUISCA MUNDI"
in Iraly, Germany, Israel, and the United States. The highlight of the series
is the Choir Olympics. Gdbor Hollerung is one of the artistic directors
of INTERKULTUR International Music Competitions Foundation, the
"MUSICA MUNDI" international choir competitions and of the Choir
Olympics. He is the president of the Association of Hungarian Choir
Competitions and Festivals founded in 1998. From 2004 he is the director
of a very noted music festival in Hungary, the Zemplén Festival.

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The Eva Quartet consists of
some of the best Bulgarian
female voices - the four young
solo singers (after a strong
selection from thousand
applicants) of the world famous
female folk choir "Le Mystere
des Voix Bulgares". Here the
different voices are meeting in
such a virtuosity that you are
getting the feeling of listening
to just one voice.

The group was spontanecously
founded by the four women
in 1995 and they immediartely
found a common language and
interests. Thus, an unadultered
atmosphere was developing at concerts and the audience often had the impression of listening to one multilayered
voice. The singers are in command of a very virtuous and very impressive style of singing which is based on an excellent
technique.

The repertoire of the quartet comprises authentic folklore songs from different parts of Bulgaria.

They are looking for the purety and primarity of the song while reading tradition in a very modern and varied way.

The whole programme of the quartet contains of old Bulgarian music and church hymns as well as modern music.
The quartet also plays with jazz musicians as Veselin Nikolov and Antoni Donchev and with modern composers like
Krassimir Kjurkchiski. EVA Quartet also worked with: Trio Mediaeval; VeDaKi Group; Haig Yazdjian; A Filletta; Elbtonal
Schlagwerk etc. The singers experiment with modern sounds like Drum’n Bass and Ambient and have already recorded a

Remix.

Moreover, the quartet released two albums “Bulgarian Folklore Gifts”(Orpheus Music) and “Harmonies” (Kuker Music).
The Austrian music magazine Concerto called the album ‘Harmonies’ ‘the most beautiful CD of Bulgarian female voices’.
For the fourth album of the choir “Le mystére des voix bulgares” the producer Marcel Cellier decided for four solo songs

In the past 29 years, under the
training of Professor Yang, a renowned music educator and conductor, the chorus has accumulated more than 1000 songs and over
600 performances. The Chorus has performed music in Europe, America and Asia as well as Taiwan, Hong Kong and Macau, leaving
excellent impressions everywhere they visited. They have been awarded eight international major awards.

In 1987 the Chorus was invited to the U.S., participating in the Third International Children's Choir Festival held in Washington
D.C. Former President Ronald Reagan signed and awarded the Highest Appreciation Certificate to the Chorus. In 1996, the Chorus
participated in the 44th International Polyphonic Contest "Guido d' Arezzo" and was awarded four prizes, breaking the all-time
record in this Competition. In 2003, the Chorus conducted a showcase performance at ACDA's annual meeting and participated in
ACDA's concerts at Carnegie Hall and Lincoln Center. The superb performance of the Chorus was highly praised with a standing
ovation by the 9000 top conductors participating from all over the world.

This group of 32 boys and girls drew its original membership from the Mandaue School for the Arts’ artistically inclined children.
Trained by Maestro Dennis Sugarol, The Mandaue School for the Arts Children’s Choir (its former name) was the Grand Champion
(children’s choir category) in the National Music Compertitions for Young Artists in 2004.The choir produced outreach concerts in
all the country also in the U.S.A. The Choir was awarded the coveted GARBO SA SUGBO AWARD given by the governor of Cebu
in 2004. In 2006, the group received the PERLAS AWARD (highest award for performing arts in Cebu). The group participated in
the 1st Asian Choir Games 2007 in Indonesia and won three gold medals in the three categories they competed in (Children’s Choir,
Folklore, and Music of the Religions).

PUST means breath in Norwegian. It also means a break or a getaway.

PUST is six skilled singers based in Oslo. The group’s key qualities are versatility, creativity and "voiceplay” in addition to
improvisation, combined with a high level of musicianship. PUST is primarily inspired by folksong, jazz and ethnic vocal
music, and both tradition and innovation are parts of the musical expression. Most compositions and all arrangements

are made by the members of the group.

The group’s first two albums were released on its own label; “Femkant” (2007) and “Kry” (2009). Both albums were
acclaimed by the Norwegian press and by the audience, and received several nominations for CARA Awards (the
Grammy of rhythmical a cappella music). Femkant was also nominated for a Norwegian equivalent of the Grammy

Award (Spellemannprisen) in 2007.

In 2011 PUST released its third album; “Julero” (Christmas Calm), which was one of the bestselling Norwegian
Christmas albums that season. It was also highly acclaimed. The critic in Norway’s leading newspaper Aftenposten

concluded that it’s "a Christmas album for eternity”.

PUST is steadily increasing its activity, both in Norway and internationally. In 2011 the ensemble had nearly 60
concerts and performances.

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The Kammerchor Stuttgart counts as one of the leading ensembles of its kind. During the forty years of its existence, Frieder Bernius
has developed the choir into an extraordinary phenomenon which is celebrated by audiences and critics alike. The Frankfurter
Allgemeine Zeitung reported that it was “a vocally wonderfully constituted ensemble with every imaginable virtue from lyrical
brilliance and utterly perfect purity of intonation to a malleability in text declamation which could hardly be surpassed.” The

Hannoversche Allgemeine stated that “Frieder Bernius and his Kammerchor Stuttgart consistently set benchmarks in choir music”.

Shortly after its launch, the ensemble already was internationally successful: In 1970 and 1971 it won European choir competitions
and in 1982 the Kammerchor Stuttgart won 1st prize in the First German Choral Competition. Subsequently, this élite choir was
invited to all the major European festivals, visiting places such as Salzburg, Barcelona, Brussels, Budapest and Vienna. In Germany,

the Kammerchor Stuttgart gave concerts at festivals and in concert halls in cities such as Berlin, Dresden, Leipzig and Munich.

The Kammerchor's repertoire reaches from the 17th until the 21st century. Frieder Bernius and his ensemble have rendered
outstanding services to New Music many times. The composers including Adorno, Gubaidulina and Schubert all owe world

premieres to the Kammerchor Stuttgart.

The main characteristic of Frieder Bernius’ career has been his perpetual search for new scores, the practice of questioning

traditional interpretations of European music and the fact of creating an unmistakable individual sound.

Since he was convinced he could only successfully achieve his aims with his own ensembles, the organisation “Musikpodium
Stuttgart” was formed with the essential support of the City of Stuttgart and the State of Baden-Wuerttemberg , under

which Bernius’ acrtivities were combined.

Consequently, Bernius established historically informed performances with the foundation of the Festival Stuttgart Barock,
the Barockorchester and the Hofkapelle Stuttgart. In cooperation with the Academy Schloss Solitude the Open Air Schloss

Solitude was born.

Furthermore he gained recognition for exposing to public attention to lesser known composers from the southwest of
Germany with premiere performances of Jommelli, Knecht, Zumsteeg, Holzbauer or Kalliwoda and also Zelenka and
Burgmueller. Recording these composers on CD was as important for him as the realization of the musical recordings of

historically authentic performances.

Thirty of his more than 80 CD recordings have received international record awards such as: ‘Choc du Monde de la
musique’ and the ‘Edison Klassiek’ for his Schuetz and Bach recordings, the ‘Diapason d’Or de I'année’ for Mozart’s
Requiem and many ‘Quarterly Awards of the German Record Critics’ for a-capella recordings. Serving as cultural
ambassador for the Cultural Relations of Baden-Wuerttemberg, Bernius is constantly in touch with ensembles in Toronto, &
