LI Daiguo is one of the leading figures in China’s
experimental and new music communities. Born in
1981 in Oklahoma, USA, to Chinese/ Taiwanese
parents, LI Daiguo received training in music from the
age of 5, beginning with western classical music on
violin and expanded to bluegrass, erhu, pipa and
double bass by the time he entered university. LI
studied literature and music at San Diego State
University, focusing primarily on literary theory, world
music (Finnish folk music, Chinese classical, Carnatic
music), and contemporary classical composition and
improvisation.

After graduating in 2003 and relocating to mainland
China in 2004, LI began to develop his compositional
style and blend of extended techniques for bowed and
plucked instruments.

Currently as a freelance designer, SHEN’s lighting
designs encompass works in dance, drama, concert,
and special event.

(2014), Blue Hour (2013), and On the Road (2011).

A Taipei born stylist, fashion editor, and luxury
womenswear designer, FAN Huai-chih studied at The
University of the Arts London and received a Master’s
Degree from Istituto Marangoni in Milan.

FAN has frequently collaborated with Swarovski
and Harry Winston, designing and integrating their
ceremonial gowns, accessories and gift boxes, and
continues to undertake various brand consulting,
creative design, and costume design projects in China,
Italy and Taiwan.

In 2017, FAN collaborated with choreographer
CHENG Tsung-lung for the first time and created
costume for his work Full Moon, a commission dance
piece for Sydney Dance Company, praised by Daily
Telegraph as ‘a visual feast’.

CHENG Tsung-Lung's family owns a slipper factory.
Hawking slippers on the sidewalks was part of his
childhood and adolescent life. The dynamics of street
life and pedestrians’ behavior later became the source
of inspiration for his choreography.

After graduating from the Dance Department of Taipei
National University of the Arts in 2002, CHENG
performed internationally with Cloud Gate Dance
Theatre of Taiwan. He was the resident choreographer
for Cloud Gate 2 from 2006 to 2010 and has served as
its artistic director since 2014.

Honored as “Artist of 2011” by the Performing Arts
Reviews, Taiwan, and awarded the Performing Arts
Fellowship by the Asian Cultural Council, New York,
in 2012, CHENG also won the top prizes in No Ballet
International Choreography Competition, Germany;
the Premio Roma Danza International Choreography
Competition, Italy; the MASDANZA Choreography
Competition, Spain; and the Taishin Arts Award,
Taiwan.

CHENG had choreographed and restaged works for
Transitions Dance Company at the Laban Centre,
London; Expressions Dance Company, Brisbane; the
Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts; and Focus
Dance Company, Taiwan. In 2017, he created Full
Moon for Sydney Dance Company.
