Christoph Boulier, hailed as Un grand de demain (the great of the future) by Le Figaro, started
playing the violin at the age of 5. He was only 7 when appeared on stage with ORTF (Orchest-
re National de I’Office de Radiodiffusion Télévision Francaise) at Paris Salle Pleyel interpreting
Mozart’s Violin Concerto in G Major, which subsequently won him the title of child genius. At
17, he crossed over to the adult category to compete at Fritz Kreisler International Competition in
vienna and won the 3rd Prize. A year later, at the Marguerite Long - Jacques Thibaud International
Competition one of the world s top three music competitions, he snatched multiple prizes including
the Grand Prize, Prize for the Best Interpretation of the Paganini, Prize of the French Musical Youth,
efc. Since then, nonestop concert invitations have brought him across the continents and earned him

recognitions and appreciations from critics and audience alike worldwide.

Praised by the Gramophone as Heifetz reborn, Mr. Boulier s impeccable virtuosity and elegantly
mesmerizing interpretation has drawn comparison with masters such as Kreisler, Ricci and Menu-
hin by the French magazine Diapason-Harmonie. He was made the Chevalier of the Order of Arts
& Letters by the French Ministry of Culture in 1999. In 2001, the French Edition of Who's Who
noted his name in the book - a confirmation that he is the most representive French violinist of our
time. In 2006, the French Ministry of Culture once again recognized his outstanding achievements
in music by awarding him the Officer of the Order of Arts & Letters.

(academy created and directed by violinist Christophe Boulier, winner of the international competition
Long-Thibaud and recently promoted Officier des Arts & Lettres by French government), in which she

takes part as for the organization.
