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From scientific vieWpoint
to watch the Synapse

Wu Yu-wei, post-doctoral research scientist of Neuroscientist, Stanford
School of Medicine

Our brain consists of 20 billion neurons, which build up a complex
network through their 200 trillion connections. Each connection is a
"synapse". What we see, hear, remember, and feel are all products of
neural network activities. However, the synapses are not stationary but
keep changing based on brain activities, following the rule of "use it or
lose it". Like we might forget things after a period of time, our sensation
becomes less sensitive if you don’t use it. If we lose our sight, the visual
cortex will be rewired to other sensations. However, in the modern world,
our sensations are dominantly occupied by the digital information. When
there are only virtual video and audio left, what we experience from our
five senses will become unbalanced. We then no longer feel the world with
our full sensation. How is the “synapse” between us and the environment

going to change?
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Time: now. Status: unknown.

A horrible scene: human beings are packaged in a virtual world
where is full of garbage and information, and there is no need of
delicate senses and sensibility.

Entering a dispiriting unearthly world where no senses exist,
human beings live between disintegrating wastes unconsciously.

Motive of Synapse

The context of the works of Dancecology starts from the
discovering of various “power of lives” in the ecosystems.
Besides exploring the essence of life, our core belief is how to
think and express “recycling” in ecosystems. Part I~ Weeds Flow
was inspired by the growth of plants, Part II~ Crystal was
inspired by the growth of crystal. Part ITI~ Synapse goes back to
human beings. The artists start from the two ideas: how do
human connect to the nature? What kind of role does human play
in the ecosystems? Nevertheless, there is a serious problem—
having a life that is too far from the nature with too much
information, humans have lost not only the intuition of animals,
but the ability to perceiving inwardly. Trapped in such a
dilemma, how do we get connection to the outside world?
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
