Véronique Poltz is a professor of Writing and Orchestration,
and a coordinator of the Musical Creation department in the
Conservatory of Marseille. She was born in 1963 near Paris
of Hungarian origin by her grandparents. she began piano
lessons at the age of six in the Conservatory of Aubervilliers,
where she achieved three first prizes in Piano, Accompani-
ment and Chamber Music. In 1982 she was recognised with
the medal of the Ministry of Culture. Véronique continued
her studies at the Higher National Conservatory for Music of
Paris taking classes specialising in music theory and compo-
sition (harmony, counterpoint, fugue, instrumentation and
orchestration.) She was rewarded with a First medal and three
first prizes. She continued her professional development at
the music teachers’ training college A.Cortot, Paris, and ob-

tained a City of Paris first prize in accompaniment.

Regularly sought after as a chamber-music player, she has
performed with Jean Louis Beaumadier in Virtuoso Piccolo,
presenting original works ranging from V.De Michelis to
E.Damaré in concerts given in Split (Croatia) and Marseille
(France). Véronique has composed music for solo instruments
(piano and cello) as well as of numerous duets for instrument
and piano, the piano for 4 hands, the harp, and the sympho-
ny, Garden of the shadows. This symphony was performed
in 2001 by the Orchestra Colonne in Paris, then played by
the Regional Orchestra from Cannes Provence-Alpes-Céte in
Cannes the following year. She has created arrangements of
the Hungarian Dances Johannes Brahms by for two Piccolos
and piano which she gave in concert in Tokyo in 2012, and
orchestrated Moto Perpetuo by Joachim Andersen for piccolo
and piano which was played during the closing concert of the
2009 NFA Flute Convention in New York. More recently she
composed The Beauties and The Beast which was premiered
on November 9th 2013 within the framework of It Is Not
Classic in Nice, France.

Véronique’s latest compositions include Icosa Rhapsody for
piano and 4 hands for the 2nd International Competition
of 4 Hands in Monaco which was held in December 2014.
Midnight with Pan for piccolo, piano and alto flute in G
was written at the request of the piccolo player, Jean Louis
Beaumadier. It is a trio in four movements, based on the con-
cordance of notes and letters, alternating meaning and poetic
moments with rhythmic passages, or ostinatos. It was pre-
miered on August 24th, 2014, during the BES convention in

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I-Che Lee is a Taiwanese flutist; his first flute mentor was
Professor Yao-Wu Hsueh. After graduating from Taipei Hwa
Kang Arts School, he studied under Professors Christine Yu
and Chuin Lee. In 1993, he subsequently went to France to
continue his studies. At Conservatoire Hector Berlioz in the
10th Arrondissement of Paris, I-Che Lee received guidance
from Professor Patrick Desreumaux. He then followed Profes-
sor Patrick Gallois at National Music School of Aulnay-Sous-
Bois where he was awarded First Prize of Chamber Music and
Traverse Flute. In 1998, he attended Regional Conservatory
of Marseille under the supervision of Professor Jean-Louis
Beaumadier. Over the years, [-Che Lee has attended numer-
ous music camps and master classes. The experience of hav-
ing private tuitions with some of the world’s greatest flut-
ists, including Jean-Pierre Rampal, Andrds Adorjin, Benoit
Fromanger and Emmanuel Pahud, had made I-Che a better
flute player.

I-Che Lee has performed as a soloist, chamber musician,
concerto player, and jazz musician in Taiwan, Japan, France,
Germany, Italy, Canada and Mexico. He had also held con-
certs in Taiwan, including a charity concert “Entr’amis with
Patrick Desreumaux” donating to Yu-Cheng Welfare Founda-
tion in 2007; and “du vemt dans les cordes, flute and guitar
concert, with Raymond Gratien” in 2014. In addition, I-Che
has recorded the record “Suite Dream” with French jazz band,
Union Square Group, in 2003. The record received wonderful
reviews from music critics after its release in Europe in 2005.

I-Che Lee is now a professor in the Department of Music
Education at National Taichung University of Educations. He
has also been the conductor of the Flute Ensemble “Académie
de Taipei” since its establishment in 2011.
