age of 15 and has since studied under Prof. LO Men-Fei. ZHANG Xiao-Xiong. WU Su-Jun. After working full time
with the Taipei Crossover Dance Company and Compagnie Kafig, he worked as a freelancer focusing on
performance, choreography, theater and photography. In 2013 and 2014, he founded The Tussock Dance Theater and
got nominated by Taishin Arts Awards for its first work “Two Bodies” and second work “The Time”.
