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Program Note

“Percussion Musicking” is a contemporary percussion music concert consisting
four pieces in the form of composed improvisation featuring the convergence of
percussion performance and media technology. The term musicking coined by
music scholar, Christopher Small, is borrowed here for the concert title to further
highlight the idea that music is a process between sounds and between people
who are taking part, which is in line with the fundamental concept of this concert.
These four pieces are not meant to be considered as musical composition or free
improvised music; rather, they are designed music-making site/space in rethinking
the communication flow between the performer and performer, the performers and
audience, and the world and us.

This concert also brings the experimental nature in contemporary percussion
music as we continue to question of what percussion music can be and what is
the role of a percussionist. We use technology to explore the relationship between
sound and space/site and for creating different atmospheres in percussion
performance. With real-time sound processing, live sampling, aspects of shadow
play and interactive visuals to construct an imaginary space for sound in space.
With a very open structure in every piece, the two performers are constantly
listening to each other and making decisions to intentionally response or ignore;
like a spontaneous conversation in the language of experimental music.

The four pieces are presented in a continuous way with no pauses between
pieces.

Taiwanese media artist / percussionist currently based in
Helsinki. Chi-Hsia is dedicated to the exploration of percussion
performance with media technology. Her work focuses on the
convergence of technology and performance practice, usually
presented in a form of composed improvisation and site-specific
performance for percussion, objects and interactive media. She is
active as a performer and sound artist, has performed throughout
Europe, Australia and in Asia, and has been selected as the Artist-
in-Residence at Taipei Artist Village in Taiwan and at Het Entrepot in Belgium.
