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When | Put On Your Glove is a puppetry, dance and
spoken word piece that explores a daughter’s
relationship to her father’s work building upon a
premise that puppets are containers of memory. In
it, a daughter explores what it means for her to slip
into her father’s art —and not just the form, but the
actual pieces. This work addresses universal
qguestions of belonging, childhood, fear of loss,
death and the complicated nature of navigating
generational artistic legacy.
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Sandglass Theater is an internationally known
theater company specializing in combining
puppets with music, actors and visual imagery.
Since 1982, the company’s productions have
toured 24 countries, performing in theaters,
festivals and cultural institutions and winning
numerous international prizes.

Sandglass Theater produces works for both
adult audiences and young audiences—two
repertoires that tour separately and together.
Sandglass also performs and teaches in its own
60-seat renovated barn theater in Putney,
Vermont. Sandglass Theater is available for
workshops and residencies and teaches a 2-
week intensive training program each summer.

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As the size of the puppets and the
stage is rather small the shows are
performed in two sorts of forms: one of
them is when the show is played
outside in order to have a continuously

changing audience.
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The theatre deals with a special form of puppetry.
The founder and owner of the theatre, Andras
Lénart, made experiments with creating a new
type of puppet with a unigque construction that can
be found in no other kind of puppets. Although the
size of these puppets is very small, in there
movements they are rather lively and natural. The
shows are played on a tiny stage. The audience
therefore has to sit close to it in order to get a
perfect view of the performance.
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The theatre has performed in many countries in Europe: in Romania, Serbia, Croatia, Slovenia, Austria, Czech
Republic, Poland, Germany, ltaly, Spain, France, Belgium, Holland a Ireland, US, Canada, Korea, Brasilia and
Japan - about 280 international festivals - has won many awards and praise of different audiences.

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The theater was founded in Jerusalem in 1981, as a
collaboration of four independent puppeteers:Michael
Schuster, Alina Ashbel, Hadass Ophrat and the
late Mario Kotliar. It started in a train car that was
brought to Liberty Bell Park in Jerusalem. The train car
transformed into a locomotive, a major driving creative
force and hub of inspiration for puppet theater in Israel.
The theater’s repertoire expresses artistic languages in
the reciprocal relations between content and style:
Space, text, image, material, object, and puppet, all
carefully tailored for viewers of various ages. The shows
are created through an intensive search for a personal
style of expression, and aim to the highest level of
performance and theatrical art.

The theater’s shows are performed in Jerusalem, all
over Israel, and worldwide. They are highly recognized

and often receive prizes in Israel and all over the world.
