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Ilya Rashkovskiy

Piano

Russian pianist Ilya Rashkovskiy was born in Irkutsk. He began to learn piano at the age
of five, learned the composition at the age of six, and debuted with Irkutsk Chamber
Orchestra at the age of eight. He graduated from Musik hochschule Hannover Germany
(studied with Prof. V. Krainev), and Ecole Normale Supérieure A. Cortot in Paris France
(studied with Prof. M. Rybicki). Before being awarded the 1st Prize at the 8th Hamamatsu
International Piano Competition in 2012, he was among top prizewinners at International
Piano Competitions such as M. Long - J. Thibaud in Paris, Queen Elisabeth in Brussels, A.
Rubinstein in Tel Aviv and st prize of Hong Kong International Piano Competition. He
has collaborated with Mariinsky Orchestra, the Russian State Symphony, the Kiev National
Philarmonic, the Gulbenkian Orchestra, the Czech National Symphony and the New Japan
Symphony. He is also active as a chamber musician, having performed with violinist
Sayaka Shoji, clarinetist Pascal Moragues, saxophonist Nobuya Sugawa, the Borodin
Quartet and Shanghai String Quartet. He recorded several albums including Chopin’s
Complete Etudes, Scriabin’s Complete Piano Sonatas as well as Piano Fantasie. Since 2020,
he releases an album annually. From 2023 to 2024, he collaborates with Korean cellist

Jungin Huh to release albums playing Beethoven’s works for cello and piano.

Since the COVID-19 pandemic, he has been giving numerous concerts in South Korea,
piano recitals and piano concerto performances, and has also been collaborating with
musicians such as soprano Hera Hyesang Park, violinists Bomsori Kim, Clara-Jumi Kang,
violinist Stephan Jackiw, and violist Richard O’Neil. In December 2022 he also
performed S. Rachmaninov’s three piano concertos No. 1, 2 and 3 in one evening,
conducting from the piano. In 2023, he held a concert with the renowned Japanese violinist
Akiko Suwanai, youngest winner of the International Tchaikovsky Competition in 1990,

followed with his own recital in Taiwan.

Since 2017 he has been appointed as a guest piano professor at Department of Music,
Sungshin Woman’s University in Seoul Korea, and still continued his performance career

internationally.
