The Swiss-and-French flautist Emmanuel Pahud is one of today's most exciting and adventurous musicians. Born in
Geneva, he began studying music at the age of six. He graduated in 1990 with the Premier Prix from the Conservatoire
National Supérieur de Musique de Paris, after which he continued his studies with Auréle Nicolet. At the age of 22
Emmanuel joined the Berliner Philharmoniker as Principal Flute under Claudio Abbado, a position which he still holds
today. In addition to his engagements with the Berliner Philharmoniker, Emmanuel enjoys an extensive international
career as soloist and chamber musician

Emmanuel appears regularly at leading festivals throughout Europe, the USA and the Far East. He has appeared as
soloist with many of the world’s leading orchestras including the London Philharmonic, Zurich Tonhalle, Bayerischer
Rundfunk, Mariinski, Camerata Salzburg, Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie Bremen, Cincinnati Symphony, Washington
National Symphony, NHK Symphony and the Scottish Chamber Orchestra. He has collaborated with conductors such as
Abbado, Rattle, Zinman, Maazel, Boulez, Gergiev, Gardiner, Harding, Jarvi, Nezet-Séguin, Rostropovich and Perlman.

In the 2012-13 season, Emmanuel performs with the Berliner Philharmoniker, the Kammerakademie Potsdam, Orches-
tre de la Suisse Romande, Orchestre Philharmonique de Monte Carlo, Netherlands Radio Chamber Philharmonic and
the Guerzenich Orchester. He tours with the Franz Liszt Chamber Orchestra in Europe and South America and with Les
Violons du Roy in the US.

He is a dedicated chamber musician and regularly gives recital tours with pianists such as Eric Le Sage, Yefim Bronfman
and Hélene Grimaud, as well as jazzing with Jacky Terrasson. In 2012-13 Emmanuel performs throughout Europe with
various chamber music partners, including his group ‘Les Vents Francais' In 1993, Emmanuel founded the Summer
Chamber Music Festival ‘Musique a 'Empéri’ together with Eric Le Sage and Paul Meyer in Salon de Provence. They have
just celebrated their 20th Festival in the summer of 2012.

In the 2015-16 season Emmanuel performs with RAI Orchestra Turin, Orchestre Philharmonique de Strasbourg, Utah
Symphony, Zagreb Philharmonic, Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio France, Franz Liszt Chamber Orchestra, Orquesta
Sinfénica de Castilla y Leon, Israel Camerata, Orchestre Philharmonique de Liege and the Orquesta Sinfonica de Valen-
cia.

Emmanuel has won first prize in many major International Music Competitions, such as Kobe in 1989, Duino in 1988,
and the Concours de Genéve in 1992. He took the Soloists Prize in the World-wide French-speaking Community Radio
Awards, and the European Council’s Juventus Prize. He is also a laureate of the Yehudi Menuhin Foundation and of the
International Tribune for Musicians of UNESCO. In 1997 he was named ‘Instrumentalist of the Year at the prestigious
Victoires de la Musique award ceremony in Paris.

In 1996 Emmanuel signed an exclusive contract with EMI Classics, a collaboration which has proven to be one of the
most significant contributions to recorded flute music. He has made more than 20 recordings which have received
unanimous critical acclaim and have been showered with awards. His recent recording dedicated to Flute Music at Fred-
erick the Great’s court with Trevor Pinnock was released at the end of 2011 and received Classica Magazine Choc of the
Year 2012 and was nominated at the TV Awards Victoires de la Musique 2013. His CD ‘Best of Quintet music (Japan)’
won the Record Academy Award for chamber music 2012 and the Record Geijutsu magazine, Japan. Nominated at the
TV Awards Victoires de la Musique, France 2013. ECHO Klassik, Germany 2014.

His latest release is dedicated to the complete works for Flute by Frank Martin and has been just released by Musiques
Suisses, it was immediately awarded the March 2013 “Diapason d'Or”, France.

In June 2009 Emmanuel was honoured to Chevalier dans 1'Ordre des Arts et des Lettres for his contribution to music
and in April 2011 awarded an HonRAM by the Royal Academy of Music. He also is an Embassador for Unicef.

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Christian Rivet, Guitar

Christian Rivet studied at the Conservatoire National Regional in Metz, taking courses in guitar, conductiong, stylistic
analysis and chamber music. During this period, he had several meetings with the lutenist Hopkinson Smith who
provided him with the key to an approach at once personal and respectful of the composer's style.

Having won the top prizes at Metz, he entered Alexandre Lagoya's class at the Conservatoire National Superieur de
Musique de Paris in 1984, After obtaining Premiers Prix in guitar and chamber music (1987 and 1988), he was admit-
ted to the postgraduate cycle by unanimous decision, and there received decisive advice from the Uruguayan guitar-
ist Alvaro Pierri and the flautists Pierre-Yves Artaud, Michel Debost and Aurele Nicolet.

Secure in the experience gained through the key encounters on his career path (among them Pierre Boulez, Peter
Eotvos, and Pascal Dusapin), his concerts as a soloist or alongside such partners as Emmanuel Pahud, the Quatuor
Sine Nomine, Michel Portal and Laurent Korcia, and his personal 'discovery' of the world, Christian Rivet nourishes
his passion for colours in sound, and studies music and literature with equal interest. In 1985, he was awarded a First
Prize for poetry at the international competition organised by the city of Toulouse; he has subsequently broadcast on
France Culture and composed original music for the theatre.

A prizewinner at the Montelimar International Competition of 1986 (Second Prize and Audience Prize), a qualified
teacher of guitar holding the Certificat d'Aptitude (top candidate in his discipline, entrusted by the French Ministry
of Culture with the preparation of candidates for national examinations leading to teaching posts, Christian Rivet has
taught classes in guitar and chamber music at the Conservatoire of the 8th arrondissement of Paris since 1989.

His first solo CD was released in June 2004 for Zig-Zag Territoires (Harmonia Mundi) and noticed by the media (R10
Classica-Repertoire september 2004). Christian Rivet sets up a game of mirrors between The Tombeau de Robert de
Visee, written by Andre Jolivet for Segovia (Modern Guitar), and the works of Robert de Visee himself (Baroque
Guitar). His last record “24 ways upon the bells” was better recording of the year according to the newspaper “Le
Monde".

Some highlights of his 2012/13 season: tours in Switzerland, Germany and Japan with the flautist Emmanuel Pahud
(they will record both a CD next spring, EMI), collaboration with several composers (Philippe Hersant, Brice Pauset)
with the aim of expanding the guitar and the lute repertoire.
