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Tsung-Hsien Yang (1952-), originally from Pingtung City, is currently living
in the City of Hsinchu. After thirty years of teaching at various colleges in the United

States and Taiwan, he has now retired from full-time teaching and devotes most of his
time to composing.
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Born in Budapest in 1992, to a Hungarian family with German roots. She began playing

l

the violin at the age of 6, studying with Agota Béres. At a very early age, she showed
great talent and after only 2 years of study, Agnes won second prize at the 10th Janos
Koncz National Competition for Young Violinists. Agnes went on to win First Prize at the
2003 Eduard Zathurecky National Competition, second prize at the 11th Janos Koncz
National Competition in 2004 and was a Laureate at the Balys Dvarionas International
Competition in the same year. She performed Mendelssohn's d-minor Violin Concerto
and Mozart's Violin Concerto Nr.3 with orchestra at the age of 11 and Mendelssohn's
Violin Concerto just a year later when she was 12. During these years, Agnes took
masterclasses with respected Professors in Hungary, such as Eszter Perényi, Vilmos
Szabadi and Dénes Zsigmondy.

In 2005, Agnes moved to Germany to study with Prof. Anne Shih at the Hochschule fiir
Musik Mainz. Her study in Germany is made possible by financial support from a private

British sponsor impressed with her talent and potential. She went on to win first prize at



the 2006 Bartdok National Violin Duo Competition and especially, the coveted Korosfoi —
Kriesch Aladar Prize for promising young artists in 2007. In early 2008, Agnes won First
Prize as well as a special prize for best performance of a Hungarian work at the
Zathureczky National Violin Competition in Budapest. In 2009, Agnes won Third Prize and
the Audience Prize at the First Yankelevich International Competition in Siberia. She was
the youngest contestant, just 16.

Since then, Agnes has performed many works as soloist with orchestra, including Saint —
Saens Introduction and Rondo Capriccioso and the 3rd Violin Concerto, Haydn’s Concerto
in C, Bach’s Brandenburg Concerto No.4, the Sibelius Violin Concerto, Mozart Concertos
No.1 and No.5, Arvo Paert's Tabula Rasa, Schnittke's Concerto Grosso No.1, as well as the
Mendelssohn Violin Concertos. She was invited to the RPS Awards Ceremony in London,
England where her first solo CD of works by Bach, Beethoven and Gershwin with pianist
Connie Shih was introduced. In July 2012, she made her successful London debut in a
recital of the entire Brahms Sonatas and the F.A.E. Scherzo with Pavel Kolesnikov at St.
Johns Smiths Square. A year later Agnes performed the Beethoven Violin Concerto as
well as the Mendelssohn Double Concerto with Pavel Kolesnikov in London’s Cadogan
Hall. In addition, she had several solo recital engagements in both England and Germany.
She has been performing in recitals in Germany, Austria, Hungary, Italy, Spain, Russia,
Canada and England. She has attended IMS Prussia Cove, and Casalmaggiore
International Festival where she has worked with Gerhard Schulz, Taras Gabora, Lucie
Hall, Nai-Yuan Hu and Roger Chase. She has played with top pianists including Jose
Gallardo, Connie Shih, Pavel Kolesnikov, Giacomo Battarino and Nami Ejiri and has
collaborated in concert with Roger Chase, Reinhard Goebel, Maximilian Hornung and
other major artists. Agnes also is a leading member of the Mainzer Virtuosi Chamber
Orchestra which performs internationally and made their first CD on the Sheva label. The
CD, which featured Agnes as soloist, garnered praise from the Gramophone and Neue
Musik Zeitung magazines. She is also a featured soloist on their second CD, a recording of
the Seasons from Vivaldi and Piazzolla.In March 2015 she played Mozart's Violin
Concerto Nr.1 and Bartdk's Romanian Folk Dances with the Wirttembergisches
Kammerorchester Heilbronn. She was immediately reinvited to perform with them again

in January 2016. In 2014 she won the ZIRP Scholarship for the year 2015. In May 2016,



Agnes has won Second Prize at the 1st International V. Spivakov Violin Competition,
where she played Shostakovich Concerto Nr.1 in the finals. The prize included an
instrument made by Alain Carbonare. She has been invited to play the Concerto next

year in Moscow, under Mihhail Gerts.
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Hans Kunstovny was born in Steiermark, Austria and studied bass under Ludwig Streicher

in Vienna. As a student he already developed a preference for Viennese ballroom dance
music, not only from playing in the Viennese Johann-Strauld orchestra under the direction
of the legendary Willy Boskovsky. Hans Kunstonvy occupies the solo bass position in the
Stdwestdeutschen Kammerorchester Pforzheim in Germany since 1977. In addition to

this he has become a busy composer and arranger.
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
