Friendship Store *

e D’ve prepared a series of 10 small suitcases for my Friendship Store project.

e Iam unable to disclose the content inside each case for it may accidentally cover aspects

of the unspeakable and the inexpressible in some relationships.

e  Each case is on sale/up for exchange.

¢ Each small suitcase contains a very precious image, a representation of top quality
Chinese craftsmanship, and my utmost curiosity & sincerity in this process of exchange:

What precisely is “it” that we actually exchange?

e Each case and this important gesture of exchange is a symbol of goodwill between me

and a special audience from a different coordinate.

* Please write to me in an open letter (to be placed on my wall inside the exhibition space,
and on the web) your thoughts regarding this suitcase and bring to the gallery items that

you wish to exchange this case with. Place your items around the suitcase you desire.

e The selected audiences (maximum 10) who would make me cry, or move me most by
what they have written and brought with them to exchange with me will be offered a
suitcase to signify the beginning of this “cross-coordinate” friendship when all

exhibitions end.

* Originally, Friendship Store was a state-owned chain retail monopoly, started in the late 50°s, when China first opened to the
outside world. Items for sale included western, imported products from all over the world, as well as traditional Chinese art and
crafts. Once, it had been the only place in the communist capital to buy shaving cream, peanut butter, a decent piece of cheese or
The New York Times... Importantly, Friendship Store served as a symbol of friendship between the Chinese and the outside
world. However, access to the stores was denied to Chinese citizens and only “Foreign Exchange Currency” (FEC) and foreign
cash were accepted as payment, not Chinese money.
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
